Operating Instructions


Searching
Examples of things you can type in the search box:

· Matthew 5:5 will show all occurrences of that scripture in the database. 

· mt5.5 will expand to Matthew 5:5 and show all occurrences of that scripture in the database

· mt5.5-10 will expand to Matthew 5:5-10 and show all occurrences of that range in the database

· matthew will select the DVDs that start with that name..namely the three DVDs that make up Matthew

· song will select all songs. Note that typing Song 1 will give you Song of Solomon 1. This will be fixed in the future.

· paradise eventually, we will get around to assigning all pictures a short description. Once done, any picture with "paradise" in the name will be selected

· bh1 will select the Bible Teach DVD, volume 1

Notes

· If the search result comes from a Bible DVD, nothing will be noted after the scripture.  If it comes from a publication DVD, the reference will be noted between [ and ].

· Clicking on the Play button will play the selected clip. Double-clicking on the clip also plays it.

· Holding the Control key down and then clicking on the Play button will also play the selected clip. Holding the Control key down and then Double-clicking on the clip also plays it. The difference between the two styles is selectable by the user. See Options below

Options

· Use the "Program/General Preferences" menu to alter how the system returns your searches. (More details to be filled in later)

· Also in that form is the ability to tell TASLL what happens when you click on the play button, and what happens when you control-click on the play button. (More details to be filled in later)

Player

Once video is playing in the player window, you can use the buttons below the player to control it. Note that the "Play" button is also the pause button.

The following keyboard shortcuts are also useful (especially when full screen!):

· space toggles between play and pause

· m goes to the menu

· up goes to the previous item (for instance, verse 6 to verse 5 in the Bible)

· down goes to the next item (for instance, verse 5 to verse 6 in the Bible)

· left jumps back 3 seconds. Control-left jumps back 20 seconds. Shift-left slows the play speed.

· right jumps forward 3 seconds. Control-right jumps forward 20 seconds. Shift-right increases the play speed.

· p another way to go to the previous item

· n another way to go to the next item

· escape leaves full screen. On rare occasions, the video player doesn't respond to that. Alt-F4 should leave fullscreen.

· control-k Turns the shortcuts noted above on or off. The program normally will turn these shortcuts on when the video player is playing, but there are times when it doesn't happen.

· f special key when used in conduction with an Edirol V-8 mixer. "F"ades to the mixer. When video is done, Fades back to the main program.

The Menu

· Program

· General Preferences opens a Form to change the way searching works, how the play buttons operate, and allow changing the "connection string". This is the text that describes how TASLL connects to the SQL database.

· Automation Scenarios opens a Form to adjust how the Video Player presents its video

· Select Current User opens a form to edit/select the users of TASLL. The TASLL window layout and which automation scenarios are assigned to each play button are all saved separately for each user.

· Check for Upgrades switches to the Upgrade program, which in turn allows you to download the latest changes.

· Quit closes TASLL

· Video

· Edit Locations opens a form to inform the database where each DVD is stored on your computer.

· Comment on Selected Play List Item opens a form to change the name and comment for the selected clip. Play list comments are displayed at the bottom left part of the window.

· Comment on Selected Clip in Search Results opens a form to change the comment for the selected clip. earch comments are displayed at the bottom right part of the window.

· Import Video/Playlists from File allows users to import playlists from other users.

· Import Video/Playlists from website allows importing of the latest database info from the website.

· Assign Last Played DVD Clip As Scripture will open a small form to enter the scripture name. Thereafter the scripture can be directly referenced in the search area, or added to play lists.

· View

· Show/Hide Play List Items shows or hides the play list section. As the menu notes, Control-shift-P can also be used at any time.

· Show/Hide Search shows or hides the search section. As the menu notes, Control-shift-S can also be used at any time.

Play Lists

Managing the lists

The upper area of the screen shows existing play lists. Selecting a list will display the clips for that list in the box below.

· To add a new list, click "New" and enter the name of the play list.

· To edit the list name, click "Edit" and adjust the name.

· To duplicate the list, click "Duplicate" and enter a name.

· To delete the list, click "Del" and confirm you want to delete it.

Once the list is selected

· Clicking on the Play button will play the selected clip. Double-clicking on the clip also plays it. Hitting the enter key also plays it.

· Holding the Control key down and then clicking on the Play button will also play the selected clip.

· The difference between the two styles is selectable by the user. Use the "Program/General Preferences" menu to change what happens.

To add clips to your play list

· Search for a clip (click the search area in the screen shot above for more information).

· Click the "Add" button. The clip will be added below the currently selected clip in your play list, if one is selected.

To move the clip to a different location in the list

· To move the clip closer to the top of the list, click the Up button. If you like keyboard shortcuts, you can use control-shift U at any time.

· To move the clip closer to the bottom of the list, click the Down button. You can also use control-shift D at any time.

To delete the clip, click the Delete button. You can also use control-shift E at any time.

To make the clip play straight thru to the next clip without pausing between, click the "Keep with Next" button. You can also use control-shift K at any time. A little mark will show up after the name to indicate it will play thru.
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
